2 Installation conditions

A WARNING

Fire hazard due to dampness!

If live parts or the mains lead become damp this may cause

short circuits.

» The appliance is designed for use in enclosed areas. Do
not operate the appliance outdoors or in areas where it is
exposed to splash water or damp conditions.

2.1 Installation location

A WARNING

Leaking coolant and oil!

The coolant contained in the appliance is eco-friendly,
but also flammable. The oil contained in the appliance
is flammable.

- Do not install appliance in direct sunlight, next to an
oven, radiator or similar.

- The best place for installation is a dry and well ventilated
room.

- If the appliance is installed in a very humid environment,
condensation can form on the outside of the appliance.
Always ensure good airflow and ventilation in the instal-
lation location.

- The more refrigerant there is in the appliance, the larger
the space it is installed in must be. If the space is too
small, any leak may create a flammable mixture of gas
and air. For every 8 g of refrigerant, the installation space
must be at least 1 m3. Information regarding the refrig-
erant can be found on the type plate inside the appliance.

- The floor of the location must be horizontal and even.

- The installation location must be able to withstand the
weight of the appliance plus weight when stocked to
maximum level.

- Use in hazardous areas is not permitted.

- If you install the appliance in a island unit, appliances
with an integrated exhaust air system can damage the
appliance. Either ensure separate air ducting or install a
partition wall between the appliances.

2.2 Electrical connection

A WARNING

P Make sure the mains cable is not trapped under the appli-
ance when you position the appliance.

P Position the appliance so that it does not touch the plug
or mains cable.

» Do not connect any appliances to sockets in the area of
the back of the appliance.

» Do not place and operate multi-sockets/power distribu-
tors and other electronic devices (such as halogen trans-
formers) at the back of the appliances.

5.2 Unit door

- There must be a gap of at least 3 mm width between the
door and the cupboard door above (if present).

- The width of the unit door depends on the style of the
kitchen and the size of the gap between the door panels
of the cabinet. In general, a vertical gap of 3 mm should
be left between the unit doors.

- If there are other cupboards, the top edge of the unit
door should be at the same height as the doors of the
neighbouring unit.

- The unit door must be flat and mounted without tension.

7 Unpacking the appliance

» Remove all protective films from the appliance. Do not
use sharp or pointed objects for this.

P Keep the invoice so you have the appliance and dealer
information available if needed.

9 Disposing of packaging

17 Connecting the appliance to the
power supply

A WARNING

trocuted. You could also cut yourself on damaged parts of

the appliance housing.
